[bookmark: _GoBack]Materials List for 
Painting and Drawing in Pencil and Watercolor
Summer 2015

Here is the list of supplies for this class. You may choose to work in either watercolor or colored pencil. As an option, you may bring a camera to record the plants, and you are also welcome to put them on a laptop during class and blow them up very large in order to help you observe the details. If you take pictures of the plant, it can help you replace it in the same spot the next day, and record it before it decays if you dissect it. You can work from the photo at home if you want to. Alternatively, you may paint from life only, like a nineteenth century botanical artist, and record the decay of the plant and the changing of the light as an additional challenge! 

Pencils to sketch, F or H, these are light and good for sketching
Prismacolor Colored Pencils or
Watercolors, buy single tubes, not a set 
Erasers, kneaded are the best

D’Arches watercolor paper use 140 or 300 lb for the final project
$20 or $10 per sheet. Also available in a pad, 12 x 16
Or D’Arches watercolor board

For a drawing, you should use illustration board, cold press (rough)or hot press (smooth).
Watercolor paper also comes rough or smooth, (cold press or hot press), so pick the surface that you think you would like.

Optional things to try:
Watercolor mask
Transfer paper and tracing paper to transfer sketches to the final paper
I will bring samples of these for you to try.
Mat board for framing, use white
Frame
Mat knife to cut the mat
